ANNUAL/HALF YEARLY PARKING PERMITS 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Annual and half-yearly parking permits are issued subject to the following 
conditions: 
 
1. Parking is subject to the current Parking Order, a copy may be inspected at the 

Council Offices, Wallace Green, Berwick-upon-Tweed, during normal working 
hours 0845 until 1630. (When parking in Alnwick District or Castle Morpeth 
Borough car parks with the Parking Partnership annual or half-yearly tickets, the 
parking is subject to their respective current Traffic Regulations Order, copies of 
which may be inspected at Allerburn House, Alnwick, or Longhirst Hall, Morpeth, 
during office hours). 

 
2. Parking is subject to any restrictions of time in any of the Councils car parks. 
 
3. The annual and half-yearly permits must be displayed on the inside of the 

windscreen so that all details are visible from the front nearside of the vehicle at 
all times during which the vehicle is parked in a car park to which the permit 
applies. Please check before leaving the vehicle as Excess Charges will be 
issued for non-compliance. 

 
4. You must also display a parking clock showing the time of arrival when parked in 

a car park which has time restrictions. 
 
5. The permit is only valid for the vehicle where the registration number matches 

that on the permit. If you permanently change your vehicle, we will re-issue the 
permit. 

 
6. Responsibility for applying for renewal of the annual or half-yearly permit rests 

with the holder. Reminders are not issued. 
 
7. If an annual/half-yearly permit is lost after issue, a charge of £15.00 will be made 

for replacement. 
 
8. The parking partnership annual/half-yearly permits can only be replaced by the 

Council who issued the original permit. 
 
9. The issue of an annual/half-yearly permit does not guarantee the holder a 

parking space nor does it render the Council subject to any liability in respect of 
loss or damage to any vehicle in a parking place or the contents or fittings of any 
such vehicle except where such loss or damage is caused by the Councils 
negligence or other act or omission.
